3.  Forall who are being called to a vocation to the Priesthood or the religious life:
that they will accept God’s invitation with enthusiasm and faith.

4.  For all who are sick or who find life difficult:
may they know that God cares for them
through the concern of their family and friends.

5. Forall who are dying alone or in traumatic circumstances:
may they know the love of God and put their trust in Him.

6. Forall who have died:
may they experience the peace and joy of heaven.

7. We ask Mary, Mother of the Church, to join her prayers with ours: Hail, Mary.
