that God will direct and sustain them.

5.  Forour parish, ourselves, and those who worship with us today;
that each of us will live God’s message of peace
in our homes, our places of work, and in our communities.

6. Forthe faithful departed:
those who have died recently, and all whose anniversary we keep;
that God will welcome them into the peace of heaven.

7.  We ask Mary, Mother of our Saviour, to join her prayers with ours: hail, Mary ...
