3.  Forall who serve the Word of God:
those who proclaim, preach, or teach the Scriptures in our parishes;
may the Word of God find a home in all our hearts,
that we may witness to the Word made Flesh with integrity.

4.  For politicians throughout the world:
that our leaders will be people of personal integrity,
who care especially for the poor and downtrodden.

5.  Forall members of our parish, and for ourselves;
that with thanksgiving for the gift of our baptism,
we will draw others to know Jesus their Saviour.

6. Forthe faithful departed;
that all who have been joined to Christ in baptism
will enjoy the fullness of life with the saints of heaven.

7. We ask Mary, Mother of our Saviour, to join her prayers with ours: Hail, Mary
