3.  Forthe peace of the world;
for an end to conflict, oppression, and prejudice;
for all those driven from their homes,
and people separated from those they love.

4. For all who are preparing to marry over the coming weeks and months;
that God will bless them with a deep and enduring love.

5. Forall who areiill,
and those who are anxious for the health of those they love;
may the healing, holy, and consoling Spirit be with them.

6. Forthe faithful departed;
that all who have died in the peace of Christ
will know the fullness of God’s love in the glory of heaven.

7. We ask Mary, Mother of the Church, to join her prayers with ours: Hail Mary ...
