Lord, in your mercy. Hear our prayer.

2. Forworld leaders:
may they always work for peace by trying to look for the good in one another,
rather than the bad.

3.  For families, especially for mothers:
that the Queen of Peace may reign in all homes,
and that mothers may find in Mary
the example and strength to carry out their vocation.

4. For the sick, especially for those suffering as a result of Covid-19,
and all those caring for them;
for scientists and researchers
who are seeking a cure and a vaccine.

5.  For our young people, receiving the results of their examinations;
that God’s Holy Spirit will guide them in the choices they will make.

6. For the faithful departed;
for all who are grieving for someone who has died;
may they take comfort in the knowledge that their loved ones
are now at peace in the presence of the Lord.

7. We ask Mary, assumed body and soul into heaven,
to join with us in our prayers as we say: Hail, Mary...
