General Intercessions 

Priest 

On this night/day, 
when Jesus Christ rose from the dead and restored our life of grace, 
we turn to God the Father in prayer asking for all our needs. 

Reader 

1. For our Holy Father, Pope Francis, and for the leaders of all Christian Churches: 
that they may be ambassadors of justice and peace throughout the world. 

PAUSE for silent prayer — at least five seconds. Repeat after each intention. 

Lord, in your mercy. Hear our prayer. 

2. For all the newly baptised, 
and those who will be received into the Church this Easter: 
may they grow in the love and light of Christ. 

3. For our parish community: 
may we experience the joy of the resurrection 
in the happiness we share with others. 

4. Jesus rose from the dead as King of Peace. 
Today we pray for an end to violent conflict throughout the world. 

5. For all who are suffering with ill health either in mind or body: 
may they be able to put their trust in God and experience His peace and love. 

6. For the faithful departed, 
particularly the families and friends of all of us here at Mass today: 
that they may reap the rewards of eternal life for which Christ died. 

7. We ask Mary, Mother of Our Risen Lord, to intercede for us: Hail Mary, …

Restore in us your image,

and bring us at the last to the fullness of our hope, 
where the risen Christ is Lord, for ever and ever.
