and may the Lord bless all who work to help them. 

5. For reverence for God’s creation; 
may we recognise the world around us as God’s gift, 
and work to promote care and respect for the soil, air, water, animals, 
and the human family. 

6. For all who have died recently; 
may they experience the fullness of life in God’s presence.
