we pray in particular for the work of Stella Maris, the Apostleship of the Sea.

5.  For all who labour and feel themselves to be over-burdened,
that they will find rest for their souls in the love of Christ.

6. Forall who have gone before us marked with the sign of faith;
that God will give them life through his Spirit living in them.

7. We ask Mary, Mother of the Church, to join her prayers with ours: Hail Mary ...
