Priest

PAUSE for silent prayer — at least five seconds, please. Repeat after each intention. 

Lord, in your mercy. Hear our prayer. 

2. For all whose greed and pride promote war and violence in the world: 
that the Holy Spirit will descend upon them, 
transforming them into people of justice and peace. 

3. For victims of war and violence 
may their suffering be eased, families separated be reunited, 
and the dead brought to eternal life.  

4. For all of us here: 
may we respond to the love of God, 
by continually wearing the wedding garment of repentance 
and good works given to us at baptism. 

5. For those who are sick or disabled: 
May we bring God’s compassion to them through our acts of kindness. 

6. For those who have departed this world: 
may they be blessed and rewarded with eternal life. 

7. We ask Mary, Mother of the Church, to join her prayers with ours: Hail Mary …
