may the Lord enter the hearts of warring governments and other leaders,
to open their minds to co-operating with one another
and bring an end to their destructive ways.

5. Forall who areiill or infirm:
may God’s healing Spirit ease their suffering and give them strength.

6. Forall who have died:
that they may live in God’s presence for ever.

7. We ask Mary, mother of our Risen Lord, to join her prayers with ours: Hail, Mary ...
